Procedures
1. French as a Second Language instruction will be offered from Grades 4 to 12.
2. In Grades 4 to 6, this program is mandatory.
3. The time allotments and program requirements for FSL as outlined by Alberta

Education recommendations will be respected.

4, French Experience may be offered in grades K-3.
